Here are the new and improved questions you wrote for the second exam.
1. According to Denny, what are some of the differences between the recitations given by God to Muhammad in Mecca versus those given in Medina?

2. What does the term shirk refer to?

3. According to Denny, what are three things that make Muhammad an average man of his time?

4. In regard to his opinion on religion, where does Denny stand when compared to Sardar and Davies, Tariq Ali, Clifford Geertz, and Talal Asad?
5. This three crucial events to the way the contemporary map of the Middle East came to be drawn.

6. Contrast Fromkin and Tariq Ali in terms of how they describe the operation of the Ottoman Empire.

7. Why does Fromkin call Enver Pasha the “father of the modern Middle East?”
8. Describe the significance of names used in Leo Africanus especially that of Hasan's uncle Khali.

9. In Leo Africanus what are some of Hasan's other names?  Why is it significant that he has so many?
10. Who are Hassan's parents in Leo Africanus? Briefly discuss them.

11. Describe the relationship between Salma and Warda at the beginning of Book 1 and then after they both become pregnant.

12. In Leo Africanus how is Miriam related to Hassan?

13. Who are Abu Khamar, Astafirulla, and Sarah?  What roles do they play in the novel?
14. Describe the major difference between Sarah and Warda's place in society vs. that of Salma's.

15. Based on the reading “Empire of the World,” by Tariq Ali, where was the first Islamic empire located?  Why was this region so highly coveted and beneficial to the empire?

16. According to Tariq Ali, who retook Jerusalem from the Europeans and allowed it to be a peaceful state for all worshipers?

17. Describe a Copt.  Where are they from?  What is their religion?  How do they view themselves as a people today?

18. What fueled the early Muslim expansion according to Tariq Ali?

19. What two empires were feuding for thirty years leaving themselves vulnerable during the early Muslim expansion?

20. How did everyday citizens play a role in the expansion of the Muslim empire?

21. How do guilds, schools, and bath houses act as social institutions within the society of Leo Africanus?

22. Regarding Leo Africanus, what do the relationships between Hasan, his father, and his uncle reveal about family structure?

23. In Leo Africanus, why does Muhammed divorce Salma?

24. Give three examples from “Leo Africanus” of  how marriage is vested with economic and/or political motivations.

25. How is the idea of honor displayed in the events leading up to Zerwali's death in the novel Leo Africanus?

26. Name the hot Berber slave girl. 

27. In Leo Africanus What religion is the man who gives Hassan his house in Cairo?  Explain his religious beliefs.

28. Who invades Egypt in Leo Africanus book of Ciaro?

29. In Leo Africanus, why does Hassan get kidnapped in Book III?

30. Name the three popes mentioned in the book of Ciaro, Compare and contrast their personalities. [Note: I assume the person who wrote this meant “Cairo” here and below.]
31. How do you think Amin Maalouf's experiences as a Lebanese person are expressed in this novel?

32. Explain how women's power is exercised differently than men's power in the Leo Africanus book of Ciaro.
33.  What is a Copt? and what is the importance of a Copts in Leo Africanus the Book III?
34. What is Nur's relationship to the Ottoman Empire? 
35. Why was everyone leaving Ciaro when Hasan arrived in book III of Maalouf's Leo Africanus?
36. In book IV of Leo Africanus what role does Maddalena play?

37. Under what circumstances does Hasan become known as "Leo the African" and who gave him this title? 

38. In Book IV of Leo Africanus, how does Hasan become free from Rome and what plans follow his release
39. In Book IV of Leo Africanus what is significant about the change from an Italian Pope to a Dutch Pope?

40. In Book IV of Leo Africanus what are the reasons that Pope originally brings Hasan to Rome for?

41. In Book IV of Leo Africanus what is the political tone in the rest of Europe at this time?

42. How does Hasan represent the modern European cosmopolitan in terms of his tolerance and views on other religions, in Book IV of Leo Africanus?
43. Explain the transformation Asaf goes through from his family and social class in which he is born into, through to how he sees himself as a grown man before he dies.
44. In Burke’s chapter on journeyman weavers, explain the number one factor that lead to the destruction of the guild and describe two distinctions between a guild and what we now call a union.  
45. In the story about the weavers from Damascus, what happened to the guild and why?
46. What was the lesson that you learned from the story of Asaf’s life? (the Lebanese peasant/merchant in Uruguay) [Note: you might also think about what lesson Prof. Crawford wanted you to learn.]

47. Relate Ali's "Ottomanism" and his explanation of why Ottoman's are good at what they do, to Asaf's life in Lebanon (Lebanon being part of Ottoman Empire
48. Give examples from the novel to show how Asaf's world does not revolve around religion and how he is an individual making a living. [Note: I do not know what “novel” this refers to.  Presumably the question refers to Burke’s book, but this is most certainly not a novel.]
49. Compare and contrast “modernization” in the three chapters from Burke. (Choose from Asaf, Abu Ali, Haddou, the Damascene Weavers, and Nasir)
50. In Burke, how would one go about becoming a qabaday?
51. Does becoming a qabaday require a formal education? Why or why not. 
52. Burke tells the story of a migrant worker named Haddou.  How did Haddou’s family undermine his dream?
53. In Burke, how is Nasir a “fanatically” religious person who is not a radical?
54. Choose any five readings from this section of the course and discuss “family values” in the Muslim world.
55. Choose any five readings from this section of the course and discuss how they fit with the two goals of the class.
56. Discuss your three favorite You Tube videos from the list posted on the class website.  Why do you like each of them?  How does each fit with the themes of the course?
57. Discuss the life of Shemsigul.  What do we learn about the guild organization that steps in to protect her?
